Cutter Classification

The Cutter Expansive Classification system is a library classification system devised by Charles
Ammi Cutter, who was Librarian at the Forbes Library from 1894-1903. Like other classification
systems it assigns a number to subject areas so that when books are numbered according to
subject and then arranged by those numbers, books on similar topics are shelved together. It lost
popularity gradually to the Dewey Decimal system in public libraries; in academic libraries it has
been replaced by the Library of Congress system, which was developed partly from Mr. Cutter's
ideas.

Subject Classification

The following classification is based on that invented by James Duff Brown in the 1890's and in the early
years of the 20th Century used quite extensively in British Libraries. The Manx Museum Library is possibly
the last user of such a scheme - all other major libraries having moved. many years ago. either to the Dewey Decimal
Classification (DDC) or the similar Universal Decimal Classification. Thus in yet another field the Island preserves a
bit of Victorian heritage!

I have kept with 1t. as it 1s forms the basis of W. Cubbon's magisterial Bibliograplv of Works relating to the Isle of Man
and also of the subject classification of the Manx Museum Library. It is however a profoundly unsatisfactory base on
which to construct a classification. having no coherent philosophy or indexing scheme beyond the top level classes
outlined below:
